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Introduction
Fair Start Scotland is Scotland’s first fully devolved employment support service, providing tailored,

flexible, and person-centred support to help people progress towards and into work.  Supported by

delivery partners across Scotland, the Scottish Government has launched a fresh new campaign to

increase awareness and recognition of Fair Start Scotland and to encourage action from those who may

benefit from the service.

The main aim of the campaign is to: 

1. Increase awareness, recognition and knowledge of Fair Start Scotland and the service that it provides. 

2. Encourage those who see the campaign who need support to take action, (contact a local Fair Start

Scotland provider, visit the website employabilityinscotland.com to learn more about Fair Start Scotland,

talk to friends and family about the service, etc).
